Topic
Our topic this half term will be focused on geographical skills and fieldwork. 
We will be learning to read and draw maps, using maps and keys to explore the school grounds and local village, and using our senses to explore areas. 
We will conduct a study including collection and analysis of data 
regarding the school grounds.
Maths
In maths we will be learning and securing Place Value Within 10.
This will include one-to-one counting to 10, counting forwards and backwards to 10, counting objects from larger groups, recognising numbers as digits and words, counting on from a given number, recognising one more and one less than a given number, comparing groups using more than, less than and equal to, and ordering numbers.
Spellings
Our weekly spellings will follow our phonic learning with a focus on ten words per week using the weekly spelling pattern.
Spelling sheets will be sent home on Fridays.
English
We will begin the half term with the 
Lighthouse whole school write. This is a 
lovely animation which allows the children 
to recall simple writing processes whilst 
exploring character, setting and narrative. 
Reading
Children will be bringing home books to read daily, and we kindly ask that you comment on your child’s reading to share how your child engages with reading. Encouraging discussion regarding books aims to give children a love of reading that will support them through life and children who read for around 10 minutes a day nurture this love for reading. 
Reading diaries will be sent to and from school daily so that reading at home and in school can be 
recorded. We also ask that you read to 
your children to help them develop a 
pleasure for reading and love of books.

Book change will be on Friday for all children.
Phonics
Phonics sounds we will learn this half term are:

Your child will bring home a pink sound book containing all sounds learnt in Reception class and this half terms sounds.
This is a great resource to use whilst reading or writing with your child to encourage familiarity with these sounds.
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Please can all uniform and drinks bottles be named.
Please can children bring a waterproof and/or winter coat during the colder months as we will be outside throughout the term.
Please continue to use the school logo book bag for ease of storage.
Supporting Learning at Home
As we begin the transition from Reception class to Year 1, homework will be informal and optional in Autumn term. 
A Learning Opportunities at Home sheet will be sent home with suggested activities to support learning in school.
Across the Curriculum

Science: The Human Body including the Senses. Children will explore the senses through practical experiments to learn about how humans experience the world.
Art and Design: Van Gogh - Sunflowers. Children will learn about Van Gogh’s life, experiment with colour mixing and create a final piece inspired by Sunflowers by Van Gogh.
Music: Hey You! Children will learn to find the rhythm in music, learn lyrics to the song and appraise existing music.
PSHE: Children will explore what it is like to ‘be yourself’. This is a great opportunity for the children to share their likes and dislikes with each other and the adults working in the class.
RE: Children will explore what is means to belong to a faith community, looking first at family communities, and proceeding to learn about Christian, Muslin and Jewish communities.
Computing: Children will begin to explore technology around us and how we use technology in our day to day lives.
PE
Please ensure your child has a full PE kit in school with named items including a white T-shirt or polo top, jumper or fleece, navy or black shorts or games skirt, tracksuit bottoms or leggings, plimsolls and trainers. This will ensure that no matter the weather, our PE lessons will be comfortable. It is preferable if PE kits are kept in a drawstring bag for ease of storage.
For health and safety purposes, we ask that any hair longer than shoulder length be tied up for any PE event, and that no jewellery is worn during sporting activities.

This half term, we will be taking part in orienteering and hockey, working 
on our teamwork skills, instruction following, and control and passing.
