Drawing Club continues as we discover 
new stories and animations to develop our 
writing skills. Our first week sees us explore 
non-fiction writing, creating a poem all about fireworks. We will continue to explore character and setting, use adjectives and conjunctions and edit our work to develop narratives and present information through writing.
Spellings
Our weekly spellings will follow our phonic learning with a focus on ten words per week using the weekly spelling pattern.

Your child’s pink sound book has been updated to include these sounds, if your child has not received new sounds, please send in your sound book and new sounds will be added.
This is a great resource to use whilst reading or writing with your child to encourage familiarity with these sounds.
Topic
Our topic this half term will focus on significant people in the history of nursing. 
We will learn about key 
figures including Florence 
Nightingale, Mary Seacole 
and Edith Cavell. We will 
consider what makes a 
historical figure significant including their legacy and the changes they caused. 
Maths
In maths we will be learning about Addition and Subtraction Within 10 and Shape.
This will include number bonds within 10, number bonds to 10, fact families, addition and subtraction problems including the application of part-part whole models.
We will also recognise and sort 2D and 3D shapes alongside recognising and creating patterns with shapes.
Reading
Children will be bringing home books to read daily, and we kindly ask that you comment on your child’s reading to share how your child engages with reading. Encouraging discussion regarding books aims to give children a love of reading that will support them through life and children who read for around 10 minutes a day nurture this love for reading. 
Reading diaries will be sent to and from school daily so that reading at home and in school can be 
recorded. We also ask that you read to 
your children to help them develop a 
pleasure for reading and love of books.

Book change will be on Friday for all children.
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Science: Seasonal Change (Autumn/Winter). Children will explore signs of seasonal change, make scientific observations, record data and explore how animals survive the winter.
Art and Design: Delightful Decorations. As the festive season approaches, children will learn basic sewing skills to design, create and evaluate a Christmas or winter decoration.
Music: Children will be working hard on the songs for the Nativity performance as they develop confidence and projection in singing.
PSHE: Diverse Britain. Children will learn about the importance of communities, how to help and actions that can harm communities, what it is like to live in the British Isles, including differences and similarities.
RE: Celebration. Children will explore the importance of light within celebration including Hannukah, Diwali and Christmas and Advent.
Computing: Digital Art. Children will discover the artwork of Mondrian, Matisse, Kandinsky, Seurat and take inspiration to use a range of digital tools to recreate their artwork.

Please can children bring a waterproof and/or winter coat during the colder months as we will be outside throughout the term.
Please continue to use the school logo book bag for ease of storage.
Supporting Learning at Home
Across Autumn term, homework continues to be informal and optional. In the new year, homework will become more structured.
A Learning Opportunities at Home sheet will be sent home with suggested activities to support learning in school.
PE
