	Dome
	A smooth and round looking mountain. They are formed when a great amount of melted rock (magma) push its way up under the earth’s crust, but doesn’t ever flow out.

	Mountain
	It is higher and steeper than a hill.


	Plateau
	Different from other types of mountain types because they haven’t formed because of rock or magma being pushed up. They form because of other materials being taken away through erosion, which has left deep valleys next to high cliffs.

	Volcanic
	These mountains are formed when molten rock (magma) deep within the earth erupts, and piles up layer on top of layer on the surface.

	Mountain Range
	Long chains or groups of mountains.


	Fault-block
	These are formed when cracks in the Earth’s surface open up, large chunks of rocks can be pushed up while others are pushed down.

	Fold
	The most common type of mountain. Formed when two plates collide and the edges crumple as they are pushed together and the rock of the Earth’s surface is pushed up to create mountains.

	Summit
	The top of a mountain.


	Base
	The bottom of a mountain.
