Henry VIl ruled from 1485 to 1509.

He was the first Tudor king and reigned for 24 years until he died.
He was 28 when he took the throne from King Richard II.

Henry had 7 children and he is now buried in Westminster Abbey.

Henry VIIl was Henry VII's son. He took over the throne when his father died in 1509.
Henry was 17 years old when he took over and he reigned for 38 years until he died.
Henry VIl is one of the most famous Tudor Kings.

The main reason he is so famous is because he married é times in his life.

He had three children.

Edward VI was Henry VIII's only son.

He took over the throne when his father died in 1547.

He was just 10 years old!

Unfortunately he was not a very well boy and died 6 years later when he was 16.

Mary | was Henry VIII's daughter and Edward VI's sister.

She took over the throne when her brother died in 1553.

She died 5 years later in 1558.

Mary was the first Queen to rule in her own right rather than a queen through
marriage to a king.

Elizabeth | was Henry VIII's daughter and Edward VI and Mary | sister.

She took over the throne when her sister died in 1558.

Elizabeth reigned until she died in 1603. She never married and never had
children so there were no more Tudor heirs to the throne.

She was the last reigning Tudor monarch.
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
