English
Our English this term will be delivered through 
Talk for Writing, a wonderful way to explore stories, 
tell narratives and develop independence in writing. 
We begin with a focus on diary entries, exploring dessert 
islands and working towards a historical diary entry of 
a 17th Century person experiencing the 
Great Fire of London.
Phonics
Children have 
now learnt all
the sounds on 
the Year 1 
curriculum, and 
we will be revising these to consolidate their learning.
Your child’s pink sound book now has all the sounds we will learn over the course of Year 1 and are a great resource for extra practice. 
We will also focus on tricky words or common exception words for reading and writing.

Topic
Our history topic this half term 
will focus on the Great Fire of London. 

We will learn about life 
in the 1600’s, how the 
fire spread, the timeline 
of the fire, and what 
changes resulted from the 
fire. 
Maths
In maths we will be learning about position and direction, place value within 100, money and time.
This will include understanding of basic directions, comparing and partitioning numbers to 100, recognising and counting notes and coins, and telling 
time to the hour and half hour.
Reading
Children will be bringing home books to read daily, and we kindly ask that you comment on your child’s reading to share how your child engages with reading. Encouraging discussion regarding books aims to give children a love of reading that will support them through life and children who read for around 10 minutes a day nurture this love for reading. 
Reading diaries will be sent to and from school daily so that reading at home and in school can be 
recorded. We also ask that you read to 
your children to help them develop a 
pleasure for reading and love of books.

Book change will be on Friday for all children.

Supporting Learning at Home
Children will continue to have a Homework Folder. 
On Fridays, children will bring home a phonics activity and a maths activity related to their learning. This is a great opportunity to support their learning and is designed so that it can be completed independently or supported.
New sheets will be sent home each Friday. If you are struggling in any way, please do not hesitate to reach out.
Across the Curriculum

Science: Season – Spring to Summer. Children will learn about signs of spring, day length, weather and signs of summer, as well as staying safe in the sun.
Art and Design: Dips and Dippers. Children will taste and evaluate a variety of dips and dippers and design a snack for a target audience.
Music: Children will be learning a new song ‘Reflect Rewind and Replay’ and will continue to develop skills of rhythm and musical understanding.
PSHE: Money Matters. Children will learn about the role of money in day-to-day life, how much basic items cost, how payments are made, and the difference between wants and needs.  
Computing: Data Handling. Children will learn that data is information and can be presented in numerous ways including pictograms and tally charts. Children will also learn about data collection and how computers can assist with this.
PE
Please ensure your child has a full PE kit in school with named items including a white T-shirt or polo top, jumper or fleece, navy or black shorts or games skirt, tracksuit bottoms or leggings, plimsolls and trainers. It is preferable if PE kits are kept in a drawstring bag for ease of storage.
For health and safety purposes, we ask that any hair longer than shoulder length be tied up for any PE event, and that no jewellery is worn during sporting activities.

This half term Mr Samuel will be teaching athletics and ball skills on Thursdays. 
This term also contains Fitness Week (week beginning: 22nd June) where children 
will need to come in PE kit every day for a variety of events.
